
Welcome to Art One
Art One is a foundations course where students will explore the basics to both the technical and aesthetical skills for art making.  In this class, students will learn the how to make art using the elements and principles of design, including line, shape, value, pattern, texture, etc.  Students will also be introduced to a variety of media including drawing, painting, printmaking, collage and others. Some basic art history will also be covered in class. 
This school year students will cover the Fine Arts Standards:
1. Learn the essential skills and technical demands unique to the visual arts.
2. Use the visual arts to express ideas.
3. Integrate understanding of visual art by seeking connections between content areas.
4. Demonstrate an understanding of the dynamics of the creative process.
5. Observe, discuss, analyze and make critical judgments about artistic works.
6. Show increased awareness of diverse peoples and cultures through visual and performing arts.
7. Demonstrate knowledge about how technology and invention have historically influenced artists and offered new possibilities for expression.
8. Contribute to communities by sharing expertise in the visual arts and by participation in the activities of cultural institutions.
During first semester, we will concentrate on the basic techniques needed to create work including how to draw, color theory, painting techniques.  Second semester we will experiment with different ideas and mediums.
FEES and SUPPLIES:
The Art One course at La Cueva High School requires a $30 class fee.  This fee is due by  September 2.  The fee covers the cost of all of the supplies used in class, including but are not limited to paper, paint, brushes, charcoal, ink and oil pastels.  
Students also need to bring the following supplies to class:
A wooden pencil, students will need this everyday.  Please do not bring a mechanical pencil!!!
A box of at least 12 color pencils ( Crayolas are fine, no erasable colored pencils as they do not layer well, you can buy any brand you wish though.)
A ruler
A hand held pencil sharpener

A small pair of scissors

Boxes of tissues are always welcome, especially during allergy season!

These supplies should be kept in a bag with your name on it.  You can keep them with you or I will keep them in class for you.  Supplies are due on August 20-21.  This will be a grade.
GRADING POLICY:
Art One is an introductory art course, and students will enter the class with different levels of skill.  Grades will be determined on an individualized scale by a rubric.  Students are expected to come to class and work everyday.  All assignments should be completed according to the directions and on time to the best of each student’s ability.

Students will receive a daily participation grade.  Students who choose to use cellphones, ipods, etc in class will loose participation points.  I will not give a warning for this, if I see it, the points will become a 0 automatically.
CLASSROOM RULES:
The students and teacher will work in a classroom built of mutual respect. 
1. Students are expected to come to class on time everyday ready to work.
2. Students will not be allowed to use cell phone or other devices of electronic communication devices during class (Cell phones are not only disruptive and rude in the classroom, but they are against school policy.  I have a phone in my office that you may use in the case of an emergency.)
3. Students should work on their own work and not on other students; this will be considered a form of plagiarism.
4. Students are expected to clean up their work area everyday.
5. Students must respect their own and fellow students artwork at all times.
6. Artwork created for this class, must be appropriate for school, if a student has a question as to whether or not a subject is appropriate, they may discuss it with me prior to creating it.
